BOOKING PROCEDURES, TERMS AND CONDITIONS
FAIR TRADE & TOUR PARTICIPANT AGREEMENT
Specializing in student travel, Leisure Tours International LLC (LTI) at 107 Fairview Ave, Bridgeport, CT 06606 acts as Tour Operator, Wholesaler or Agent
for vacation packages on this flier or website. All payments made to LTI are deposited at Peoples Bank of CT in a FDIC insured company escrow account.
Payments will be forwarded from our company account to the appropriate operator escrow accounts or to the appropriate supplier. All charter related
payments are secured by the charter operator with a $200,000.00 Surety Trust on file with the U.S. Department of Transportation.

PACKAGE PRICE/INCLUSIONS - See “package inclu-
sions” within our flier or website for specific features
included in package price. All package inclusions are
subject to terms and conditions contained herein. All
Florida packages do not include transportation. All rates
are subject to change without notice in accordance with
increases in government taxes or fuel related increases.
Brochure prices are based on fuel prices in effect on
8/1/04.If price increase is deemed necessary, you will be
notified no later than 10 days prior to departure and the
price increase must be paid by all passengers, regardless
of whether account is paid in full or not. All reservations
made after December 15th are subject to a price increase,
call for exact details.

TRIP CONFIRMATION - It is your sole responsibility to
review your trip invoice and contact LTl if there are any
discrepancies with your booking regarding departure
date, departure city, hotel, price, etc.

RESERVATIONS, PAYMENTS AND TRIP DOCUMENTS -
A $100pp non-refundable deposit ($50pp for domestic
hotel packages) is required by due date to secure
reservation.Final payment is due in LTI's office 60 days
prior to your check-in date or Jan. 8th, whichever is
earlier. Late final payment increases your account
balance by voiding all price discounts previously granted
or adding a $30 late payment fee (whichever amount is
greater), risks loss of first choice hotel/flight or trip
cancellation. All payments should be made payable to
Leisure Tours. Credit card payments are acceptable with
a completed credit card authorization form by print or
online.There is a $30 service charge for all declined credit
cards and checks returned to LTI for insufficient funds or
stop payment. FINAL TRIP DOCUMENTS (TICKETS, ETC.)
WILL NOT BE SENT UNTIL FINAL PAYMENT AND A
SIGNED COPY OF THE TOUR PARTICIPANT AGREEMENT
HAS BEEN RECEIVED IN OUR OFFICE BY ALL
PASSENGERS. Final trip documents will be mailed to your
group leader, travel agent or on-campus representative
5-10 days prior to departure. If your package includes a
meal plan or party package, your vouchers will be
distributed at the orientation upon arrival. Free meals do
not include gratuity and any taxes that may apply.

PROOF OF CITIZENSHIP/TRAVEL BY MINORS - US.
citizens must carry proof of citizenship (valid U.S.
passport or notarized copy of original state-issued birth
certificate with raised seal in conjunction with a state-
issued picture 1.D.). Non-U.S.citizens should consult their
consulate for L.D. requirements. Citizenship documenta-
tion requirements vary by destination and are subject to
change without notice; LTI assumes no responsibility for
such changes or notifying tour participants of such
changes. Passengers who are denied boarding or

entry for improper documentation will receive no
refund. Minors travelling to Mexico must carry a
notarized letter of consent signed by both parents
and/or legal guardian.

CANCELLATIONS/CHANGES - Passengers wanting to
cancel their reservation must submit their request in
writing to LTl via certified mail or facsimile transmission.
All cancellations made prior to the final payment due
date will receive a full refund, less the initial deposit. No
refunds will be issued from verbal cancellations.
Cancellations made after the final payment due date
will receive no refund. Although all payments are non-
refundable, name changes are allowed for a minimum
$30 fee plus any airline-imposed fees. If a roommate(s)
cancels, the remaining roommate(s) must pay
applicable occupancy surcharges prior to departure.
There is a $30pp charge for changing a reservation in
any way once the deposit is received. Adding
passengers to an existing reservation is not considered
achange.

HOTEL SECURITY DEPOSITS - Hotels reserve the right
to collect up to a $100pp refundable security deposit at
check-in. Some properties in South Padre and Florida
may require this deposit to be pre-paid with final
payment. Regardless, the damage deposit will be
refunded upon checkout or within two weeks of
checkout provided that there are no charges to your
room. Hotels may increase or decrease their deposit
policy at any time. Some properties in South Padre
require a wristband security fee that is non-refundable
and in addition to the damage deposit. Ask your Rep for
details regarding the payment of the wristband fee.

CUSTOMER SERVICE/ASSISTANCE - LTI has rep-
resentatives at all destinations. If you need assistance
during your vacation, contact the on-location
representatives who will make every attempt to assist
you (long distance phone calls to/from the U.S. will not
be reimbursed under any circumstances). If a problem
can't be resolved on-site, write to the customer service
department of LTl and/or the charter operator within 60
days of your checkout date. Failure to write within 60
days of your checkout will release LTI and its agents
from all claims and liabilities.

AIRLINES - Scheduled air service provided by
Continental, USAir, Northwest, Delta, United, Airtran,
Southwest, Air Jamaica and American. Public charter
provided by Miami Air, Continental, Allegro, TransMerid-
ian, Ryan, Sun World, SkyquestCharters, Planet,
Northwest, North American, Sun Country, Tradewinds,
Laker Bahamas, World Airways, Tower, UPS or American
Trans Air. Public charters are operated by STS, SST, SCV,
ATA,WCV,GWV, TNT, MLT, Funjet, Vacation Express, Apple

or Sunburst Holidays. LTl and/or the airline reserve the
right to substitute any duly licensed air carrier and/or
change the aircraft type, routing and does not
guarantee single plane or non-stop service. Flight
delays are unfortunate but are an inherent risk in air
travel.Per DOT regulations, charter airlines are no longer
required by law to provide compensation for delays (i.e.
rooms, meals or refunds). Missed night accommoda-
tions and expenses incurred due to flight delays and
missed connections to/from charter flights are beyond
the control and responsibility of LTI. Flight times are not
guaranteed and may affect actual length of time in
vacation destination on travel days. Any flight
information provided to you prior to departure is
considered tentative and is subject to change in
accordance with the operator’s option plan as set forth
in this agreement. It is the sole responsibility of the tour
participant to reconfirm both outbound and return
flights as flight info may change even after tickets have
beenissued.In addition to the Optional Travel Insurance
Protection Plan, LTI's customer service policy provides
that any passenger who experiences a delay of more
than 12 hours will receive anywhere from $25-$100
(depending on length and severity of delay) per person
credit good towards future travel on a similar vacation
package. Compensation schedule does not apply to
weather-related, security related or air traffic-related
delays.

MAJOR CHANGE (CHARTERS) - If a major
change is made prior to departure,you have the right to
cancel and receive a full refund. The following are
considered major changes: (1) a change in the
departure or return date, unless the change results from
aflight delay experienced by the air carrier (Delays that
are more than 48 hours will be considered a major
change), (2) a change in the origin or destination city,
unless the change affects only the order in which cities
named in the tour package are visited, (3) a price
increase of more than 10% occurring 10 or more days
prior to departure. Under no circumstances can we
increase your price within 10 days of departure. If a
major change must be made in the program, we will
notify you within 7 days after first learming of the
change, but in any event at least 10 days prior to the
scheduled departure. If we become aware of a major
change less than 10 days before scheduled departure
we will notify you as soon as possible. Within 7 days after
receiving notification of a major change, but in no event
later than departure, you may cancel your reservation
and you will receive a full refund within 14 days after
canceling. If a major change occurs after departure
which you are unwilling to accept, we will refund, within
14 days after your scheduled return date, that portion of

your payment which applies to the services not
accepted. If we must cancel the charter, we will notify
you in writing within 7 days of the cancellation, but in
no event later than 10 days before the scheduled
departure date. We have no right to cancel the charter
less than 10 days before departure, except for
circumstances that make it physically impossible to
perform the charter trip. We offer refunds under this
contract with the express understanding that the
receipt of that refund by a passenger waives additional
refund options.

OPERATORS OPTION PLAN - Changes below are
not a reason for cancellation with a refund. LTl reserves
the right to use Friday, Saturday or Sunday departures
of your chosen weekend. The following are considered
co-terminal  airports: New York (Newark, JFK,
LaGuardia); Upstate New York (Syr, Roc, Buf, Ith);
Washington (BWI, National, Dulles); Chicago (O'Hare,
Midway); Detroit (Metro, City). The tour operator may
substitute equivalent hotel accommodations when
necessary.

ALCOHOL & SAFETY STANDARDS - The legal
drinking age in Mexico, Bahamas and Jamaica is 18
years old, although the drinking age is not enforced as
rigorously outside the US as in the United States and
parents should be so aware. Intoxication is not
encouraged and we urge you to drink responsibly and
remember the risk of injury or death increases with any
activity the more you drink. LTl is not responsible for any
death, injury or loss occasioned by the consumption of
alcohol. Safety standards are different outside the U.S,,
such as safety railing heights on some balconies and
drinking water purity.

TRAVEL PROTECTION PLAN - Protects against
cancellation, delay, accident and baggage claims for
covered reasons. The $39.79pp cost will be
automatically added to all trip invoices. LTI
recommends against it, but you may decline coverage
by not including the payment with your final payment.
In doing so you will be liable for any and all losses
stemming from cancellation, delay, accident and
baggage claims associated with your trip.
